1. Applications are limited to annual enrollment until March 2026. This also applies to enroliments made midway through the school year.

2. If you wish to cancel your enroliment during the school year or take an extended break, please complete the designated form. In the case of a break, half of the tuition
fee will still be charged.
3. Tuition fees for each semester should be paid in the month before the start of enroliment and for each subsequent semester (three times a year).

4. If you cancel your enrollment during the school year, we will refund the tuition fee paid starting from the month following your cancellation. A refund processing fee of
2,200 yen will be deducted.
5. Absences due to personal circumstances generally cannot be rescheduled or refunded.
6. If the school closes due to bad weather or a disaster, the class for that day will also be canceled and cannot be rescheduled or changed.
7. Applications for all courses will close once capacity is reached.
*Prices are inclusive of tax. All courses are suspended in August.
