+ Students with non-Japanese citizenship whose birthday falls between April 2 and September 1, 2026 and have plans fo return to their home country during the academic year, may, if desired, seek approval from
the discretionary committee to enter at a higher grade or lower grade.

+ The general homeroom teacher allocation is for up fo 12 students per one native English-speaking teacher. There may be changes fo the student capacity depending on the number of applicants and classroom
availability.

* Please pay the application fee at the time of application, and the entrance fee within two weeks of receiving the Notice of Acceptance. However, the entrance fee will not be refunded under any circumstances even
after only one day of aftendance.

- There is a preferential application period for current AIS kindergarten students wishing to proceed to the elementary school. For successful applications, the application fee and the entrance fee is calculated
at the difference between the entrance fee paid at the time of entering kindergarten and that required for elementary school. However, the entrance fee will not be refunded under any circumstances even after
only one day of attendance.

- Al students are required to pay the tuition, supply fees, and building fees. Please make payments prior to the start of the new term, or before entering school mid-year. (Instaliment plan available)

+ In the case whereby a student wishes to take exlended absence from school, half of the study fee for the applicable period will be required to retain class placement. If payment has not been made, the student will
be withdrawn from the class, and as such, returning to school cannot be guaranteed.

+ Building fees are maintenance costs to cover repairs, renovations, depreciation, and future extensions borne from use and wear of the school buildings and facilities.

- Supply fees cover costs related fo school-wide activities, including event expenses, bus fees, off-campus admission fees, snacks, books, physical education equipment, and art materials (excluding personally owned items).

- In addition to the above, there are charges for individually used school supplies (such as fextbooks, science observation and experiment kits, outsourced testing, etc.), health checkups, various field trips, uniforms,

and other similar ftems.

1. AIS is a privately-owned education provider

Article 3 - Definitions
1. AIS defines Parents as the parents or guardians
of any child who has applied and been accepted to
enter AIS in accordance with these terms outlined
herein,
2. Family is defined as any family registered at
AIS by parents.
3. AIS Student is defined as any student accepted by
AIS to attend AIS.
Article 4 - Change of Details

1. Notification of any changes of details, such as

name, address, lelephone number, workplace,
emergency contact, bank account, family, elc.,
require parenls lo provide necessary documentation
to AIS as soon as possible.
2. Nonetheless, providing details by telephone may be
acceptable where AIS deems appropriate.
Article 5 - Duration_of Contract with Parents

1. The contractual relationship between parents and

NIP Corporation commences once AIS has sent
notification of acceptance and all entrance fees
have been paid.

2. The contractual period as parenls extends from
the day the condition in Article 5.1 above is met
until the day the AIS student's attendance ends.

3. Moreover, any infringement of these 'AIS Parents
Rules', such as failure to pay in full by the
specified date all and any fees including tuition,
supply fees, building fees, etc. for the new school
year, shall result in wrilten notification stating
that parental entitlement has become invalid, and
as such the AIS student will no longer be
registered as a student at AIS.

Article 6 - Provision of Education

1. Parents shall accept the educational ideals and
policy of AIS, and allow AIS to provide education
Jor the AIS student,

2. The relationship between parents and AIS with

regard fo provision of education is an annual
contractual relationship based on agreement by
both parties.

3. In principle, AIS lakes responsibilily for providing
daily education to AIS students.

4. Non-Japanese students will  participate in
all instruction classes.

5. However, parenls may request explanation with
regard to the educational confent if deemed
necessary.

Article 7 - Qath

AIS promises lo parents that it will duly adhere to

general laws regarding child welfare and education,

and faithfully provide education in accordance.
Article 8 - Education Curriculum

1. AIS will provide education in accordance with
various rules, such as application guidelines and
school rules, elc., as noted in separate documents
provided, as well as in accordance with the

of the of

Sports, and

Curriculum  Guidelines Ministry

Education, Culture, Science
Technology - Japan.

2. AIS may amend the aforementioned rules, such
as application guidelines and school rules, efc.,
when deemed necessary.

3. Parents shall maintain strong support and deep
trust in the education curriculum of AIS, and
cooperate positively with the operation of the school.
Moreover, parents must nof, for any reason,
engage in speech or behavior which will harm the
mutual  velationship of trust, or impede the
stringent implementation of the AIS school rules.
Any speech or action taken in violation of this rule
shall result in the parental contract being revoked,
and the child no longer regarded as a student at
AIS.

4. No refunds will be issued in connection with the
removal of a child from the school register, as

outlined in the preceding paragraph.

Article 9 - Cancellation Fee Policy

If a student decides to terminate their enrollment
with less than twomonth's notice before the end of
any school term, they will be required to pay a
cancellation fee equivalent to an amount equal to one

month’s tuition for the next academic term,

in addition to a processing fee.

Article 10 - Application Fee, Entrance Fee
1. Parents shall pay the appropriate application fee
at time of application as payment for consideration
of selection to AIS.
2. Parents shall pay the separate entrance fee

Jollowing nolification of acceplance within the
stated payment period.
3. Paid application fees will not be refunded under

any circumstances.

Article 11 - Advancement to New Grade
1. Parents shall each year submit the Confirmation
of Advancement to New Grade and make full
payment of the Grade Advancement Reservation
Fee by the specified date. If the application form or
payment is not received within the specified period,

advancement to a new grade in the following year
will not be guaranteed.

2. However, 11.1 will not apply in the case whereby
AIS agrees in wriling lo change the date for

submission,

Article 12 - Tuition, Supply Fees, Building Fees, elc.

1. Parents shall pay tuition, supply fees and building
Jees, etc. to AIS each school year.

2. Calculation of payment shall be made of all

tuttion, supply fees, building fees, other charges,

and consumption tax for each applicable school
year at AIS.

3. Parents shall make complete payment of all costs
in 12.2 in accordance with the method specified in
the AIS Application Guidelines.

4. If payment is not received by the due date, a late
payment penalty shall apply. The penalty shall be the
greater of 300 yen or 3% of the total outstanding amount,
and will be charged as a one-time fee regardless of the
length of the delay.

Article 13 - Continuation of Financial Obligation
Parents

must  fulfill all  outstanding  financial
obligations to AIS even if their child no longer
attends the school.

Article 14 - Privacy
AIS promises that it will not provide any third party
with personal information of parents, family or
students of AIS gathered for administrative use.

Article 15 - Scope of Responsibility
1. AIS is under obligation to hold premises liability

insurance as legally required for general liability

coverage to compensate parvenls in the event
whereby AIS is clearly liable for causing any
personal injury or property damage to a child due
to poor or defective facilities, or an ervor in
supervision, leaching instruction or provision of
meals by staff.

2. AIS shall not take responsibility for any event its
insurance provider deems AIS is nol legally
obliged to pay compensation for.

3. Including for coverage of the above, AIS may
recommend to parents appropriate insurance to
protect against any unintentional accident between
children, and in the case of an unfortunate
incident happening, parents of the children

involved should hold discussions lo resolve the
situation.

4. Whereby any difference of opinion arises between
AIS, its insurance company, or parents with
regards to this article, related parties will hold
discussions to determine legal responsibility.

Article 16 - Court with Jurisdiction of Agreement
Nagoya District Court shall hold jurisdiction for any

litigation deemed necessary lo sellle any dispule
between parents and AIS.

Article 17 - Amendment/Acknowledgment of Rules
The AIS Parents Rules may be amended if deemed
necessary by AIS,

Article 18 - Non-regulated Stipulations

Whereby any circumstance should arise which is not

covered by these AIS Parenis Rules, or there are

questions regarding interpretation of the said rules,

discussion between parents and AIS shall be held.
Article 19 - Non-regulated Stipulations

These terms and conditions are provided in both Japanese
and English; however, in the event of any discrepancy or
inconsistency, the Japanese text shall take precedence.

Article 20 - Supplementary

These rules were amended and came into effect on
May 23, 2025.
